Policy for Make-Up Work and Retests:

Classroom Rules:
· Be seated and working when the tardy bell rings.

STUDENT’S ACADEMIC RESPONSIBILITIES:

Class participation is the key to success in a Multimedia Web Page Design Class.  It is necessary for every student to attend every class session on time.  Upon entering the class, students are required to check Mrs. Blount School webpage (http://cte-rb.weebly.com/) for daily assignments such as “Bell Ringers”. Students will have 10-20 minutes to complete bell ringers.  Bell Ringers / Assignments not completed can be completed during.  All bell ringers and assignments are due at the end of SmarLunch B, unless otherwise noted/mentioned. 

Behavior Expectations/Classroom Management Plan:
· Students will begin a “bell ringer” and proceed to the Literacy assignment upon entering the classroom.

· Students are to be in their seats and working when the tardy bell rings.

· Students are to treat teachers and other students with respect, which includes refraining from talking during instructions and announcements, talking out, and touching.

· A successful student is one who does his own assignments and participates in class.  It is expected that each student will be successful in Multimedia and Webpage Design.

· Cheating – If a student is caught cheating, he/she will receive a (0) zero for each assignment, and parents will be notified accordingly.  This applies to the student that receives the answers as well as the student that provides the answers.

· Regular attendance is imperative; students are to attend all classes and submit all assignments when they are requested.  

· Failure to do or turn in assigned work when requested will result in a grade of zero.

· Failure to complete make up work within one week will result in a grade of zero.

· Late work is only worth 70% - 1Day late, 60 for 2 or more days late.
· Timelines are established for minimum lesson requirements on self-paced activities.

· Students are responsible for obtaining missed assignments (3-5 school days to make up an assignment).

· Students should take responsibility for his/her computer and immediately report to the teacher any computer not working TO AVOID SITTING IDLE FOR A SUBSTANIAL AMOUNT OF TIME.
· Students are held responsible for deliberate damaging of the equipment and will incur a financial obligation.

· Students should NEVER bring food and drinks into the computer lab.

· Students will not be excused to leave since ample time is provided between class changes.  Only emergency excuses will be honored during class time.
· Students should stay on task, if not and are in their e-mail or surfing the web without prior approval from the teacher, a grade of (0) zero will be given.

· All ELECTRONIC DEVICES (cell phones, MP3 players, iPods, and gaming devices, etc.) must be turned off and out of sight during instructional time.  If used, refusal to comply, students will be asked to leave and escorted by their AP.
· Students should tidy computer area before leaving class.

· The teacher will dismiss the class, therefore, students are not allowed out of class until the teacher instructs them to do so.  They should remain in their seats.
