iPad Scavenger Hunt
	Press the “home” button to return to the home screen and exit out of what you are currently doing.
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	You can also return to the home screen or exit out of a current app by taking five fingers on the screen and pinch them together. Almost like you are closing your hand. 
	


	Double click the home screen to view running apps and change between current apps. 


	


	You can also view current or running apps by taking four fingers and sliding them up.
	


	Many of your teachers will have you close out your current apps at the beginning of each class. This way your teachers can make sure you are on what you are supposed to be on in class and not playing games or texting. 

To do this, click the home screen twice (or slide four fingers up on the screen). Hold the app until it begins to shake. Then, click the “x” on the corner of the app. Don’t worry your apps will not be deleted permanently. 

You should get in the habit of closing out your current apps every so often. All of the apps that show up on the screen after clicking your home button twice (or sliding four fingers up) are running. This will help you save your battery life and help your iPad run faster. 
	


	You can also change between your current or running apps by using four fingers and swiping to the right or left. This is a great way to multi-task.

 
	


	Click the power button once to lock your iPad.

Hold the power button to turn your iPad off.
	


	If your iPad starts acting funny or freezes do a reset by pressing the power button and home button at the same time.
	


	To delete an app from your iPad, press and hold an app. The apps will begin to shake. Click the “x” to delete an app.

If you delete an app (free or paid) and later change your mind, the app is still available on the app store under “purchased” apps. 
	


	To create a folder, press and hold an app until it begins to shake. Then drag the app on top of another app that you wish to put in the same folder. You can name the folder anything you choose. 

It is a good idea to create a folder for class, or have a folder title “school” or “education” with all of the apps your teachers require you to have.
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	Rotate your screen.

You can also rotate your screen to make the keys bigger while you are typing. 
	


	Say you don’t want your iPad to rotate when you move the iPad. Turn the iPad to the landscape you choose, then lock it. 

Lock your screen by clicking the home button twice, then slide the screen to the left and click the lock button. 
	


	You may like to type using a split screen. If so, hold your ipad upright, then take the thumb of each hand and swipe in opposite directions. 
	
 


	Sometimes you will need to remember or keep useful information from a website you are using. If so, try taking a screen shot. 

Press the home screen and the power button at the same time.

	January 28th is Open House. Put that event in your calendar. 

Click on your calendar. 

Then hold the date you would like to add an event to, or click the “+” button to create an event. 
	




	You can also use the reminders app to write down your homework or remind yourself of upcoming tests you need to study for. 

Click the reminder app.

Then add a task. 

If you want to be reminded on a certain date, be sure to add the date.

	Notifications



	It is a really good idea to turn your notifications off while you are at school. You do not want to get a text message or an alert about a game during school and get your iPad set to factory mode. 
Turn your notifications off. 

Click settings, then click notifications. 
Click Edit. Then, drag your notifications to the “not in notification center.” You should drag your messaging apps and games in this section. Anything you can’t use in the classroom should not be in the notification center.  
	


	To access your notifications, touch the top of your screen with one finger and drag down. The notification center will appear. 


	


	Searching on the iPad. 


	Say you have a lot of apps on your iPad and you can’t find one. All you have to do is search for it. 

Swipe your screen to the right until the search screen appears. Now, type what you are looking for into the search bar.
	


	Important safety tip


	One important safety tip when using the iPad, especially if you like to take pictures is to make sure your location setting is turned off on pictures. This is especially important if you like to upload pictures to the internet. You do not want people, especially those who you don’t know, to know where your location is. If you have a smart phone, you should also do this. 

Click settings, location services, then slide the camera to off.
